Contestant Guidelines: 
1. Registration Deadline: Sunday, March 21, 2010 
2. Contact Dr. Pradip Shah or Dr. Mukesh Doshi for the registration. 
3. Each contestant is allowed a maximum of 5 minutes. 
4. A bell will ring when 4 minutes have been used. 
5. There will be a substantial penalty for taking extra time.  
6. Contestants may deliver their speech in English or Gujarati or Hindi. 
7. Contestants will be judged based on below mentioned five criteria. 
8. A final score will be determined by adding 3 judges’ scores. 
9. Ties shall be resolved by discussion among the judges 
       Criteria: 
     1.  Introduction 10 Points. 
     2. Material   40 Points. (Jain Principles, understanding principles, Originality) 
     3. Presentation 20 Points. (Speed, tone of voice, eye contact) 
     4. Conclusion 10 Points. (Restating, concluding topics)  
     5. Uniqueness 20 Points.  
 

Cultural Program Guidelines 
1. Registration Deadline: Sunday, March 14, 2010. 
2. Contact Tejas Shah or Vipul Shah to register your performance with Song Title, 

Choreographer(s) and number of participants. 
3. Only 10 musical group performance entries will be accepted on a first come first basis. 
4. A minimum of 6 & maximum of 18 participants will be allowed in a group performance. 
5. To allow more participation, JSMC encourage only One (1) item from each Pathshala 

class. 
6. Individual items will be accommodated ONLY if 10 group entries are not registered by 

the deadline of March 14, 2010. 
7. Song, Music and Theme must be appropriate for performances at JSMC. 
8. Only CD quality of Song or Music will be accepted for the performances. 
9. Copy of the CD needs to be submitted ahead of time for the quality and/or 

compatibility check. 
10. A grand rehearsal with Costume, Music & Lights may be conducted prior to the event. 
11. Performance should not exceed more than 5 minutes. 
12. Skit or drama entries will not be accommodated this year. 
13. Stage time & date for practice needs to be reserved with Vipul Shah. 
14. During the week of March 22, 2010, evening lectures are scheduled and hence stage
